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The Rawlins Municipal Library Board met in regular session Monday, February 22, 2016 at 5:00 pm in the Dakota Room.  Present were David Page, Matthew Reitzel, Brenda Hemmelman, Commissioner Jamie Huizenga, and Library Director Robin Schrupp.  Debra Owen and Terry Woster were absent.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Page.  The January minutes were accepted with a motion by Huizenga and seconded by Reitzel.  All approved.  

The Librarians report noted general circulation for the month of January was 11,308.   A total of 1,235 eBooks were checked out.  1,825 internet/computer uses were recorded.  Patron count was 11,656 which is an average of 402 patrons per day for the month.

LEGO Day was held on Jan 27th with children expressing their creativity by building a LEGO project, using the library’s LEGOs.  The event was covered by the Capital Journal and there is a YouTube video of it on the Library’s website and Facebook page.   The Adult Coloring Club was held on the 13th with 14 attendees.  The “Read-to-Me” Snowman party was well attended, with children making a craft and listening to a story.   The library also hosted a “Movie Day” that afternoon, showing The Minion Movie.   The Activities Roundup at the Y was very successful, with over 80 people stopping to pick up information on the Summer Reading Program and the library’s programs in general.  A Valentine’s Day storytime was presented the first Saturday of February.  Regular Storytimes also continue on a biweekly basis. The library was closed on Monday, February 15th in honor of Presidents Day.  Work has begun on the State Annual Report which summarizes the previous year, including circulation and patron statistics, programming, finances, etc.  

Existing Business:
The statistical and financial reports were reviewed and approved with a motion by Hemmelman and seconded by Reitzel.   The board was reminded of the upcoming session on safety and active shooter procedures for staff and board members on Sunday evening, Feb 28th, at 5 pm. 

New Business:
The Circulation Policy was reviewed and initial motion for approval made by Reitzel.  After further discussion and minor revisions, the final modified policy was approved with an amended motion by Reitzel, seconded by Hemmelman, and approved by all.  Schrupp encouraged attendance at the LSTA (Library Services and Technology Act) meeting at the State Library on March 10th.  This discussion regarding the 5-year plan will be facilitated by Lesley Broughton, recently retired Wyoming State Librarian.  Input from public libraries and boards is welcomed, as this plan will determine the allotment of future funding.

The meeting adjourned at 5:55 p.m.  Due to a mandatory city director’s meeting on the usual board meeting date, the March meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 29th at 5 p.m.
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
