BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS MINUTES

Monday, January 4th, 2016 – 5:15 p.m.

Chairperson Kevin Tveidt called the meeting to order at 5:15 pm.

Tveidt explained the procedure for the variance board and that a major majority is required to pass a motion. Today’s meeting will require four of the five board members present to vote in favor of a motion for the motion to be approved.

The first item on the Agenda was to approve the minutes from the last meeting of December 14th, 2015. Kelley moved to approve the December 14th , meeting minutes as presented. Johnson seconded the motion and all members voted Aye. The December 14th minutes were approved as presented.
The next item on the agenda was Richard and Kari Williams, 1120 Westwood Dr,  seeking a variance for a 25’ X 30’ addition to their attached garage. Section 12-5-306 of the Zoning Ordinances of the City of Pierre provides for a 25 foot rear yard. The Williams’ are requesting a 15.6 ft rear yard to allow for their garage addition.
Rich Williams gave the Board copies of elevation plans of  the addition and explained their project to them. He also gave the Board copies of statements from each neighbor wherein both neighbors expressed agreement with the project and that they did not have any objections. Rich continued explaining that he has an old truck that he has been restoring and with it inside their existing 21’ X 23’ garage, there wasn’t room to work on the truck and park a vehicle inside at the same time. Both of their vehicles suffered hail damage during the last hail storm and they would like to have room to park both vehicles out of the weather.
Rich explained further that Jim Wald drew up the plans for the garage addition and then realized that the Williams’ would need a variance for the rear yard setback. Johnson commented on the alley and inquired about any drainage issues. Richard explained the drainage plan. Tveidt followed up with a question about the existing shed and whether or not it would be removed? Rich replied that it would as well as an apple tree in the same vicinity. Tveidt asked if the city had received any letters regarding the project. Welch answered that there was not any letters, nor did the city have any concerns regarding the variance. Barringer asked if Williams had any conversation with the neighbor to the east, across the alley. Rich replied that they never see them other than during hunting season. Barringer stated that the variance wouldn’t have any effect on the neighborhood. Johnson asked if the alley was paved. Rich stated that it used to be, but now it was mostly gravel.
Tveidt asked if there was any further discussion from the Board members. Hearing none, Tveidt asked for a motion. Kelley moved and Dravland seconded to approve the variance. All members voted Aye and the variance was approved.
With no further business before the Board, motion by Kelley and seconded by Dravland to adjourn. Motion approved. Tveidt adjourned the meeting at 5:28 pm.
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
