BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS MINUTES

Chairperson Kevin Tveidt called the meeting to order at 5:15 pm.

Tveidt explained the procedure for the variance board and that a major majority is required to pass a motion. Today’s meeting will require four of the five board members present to vote in favor of a motion for the motion to be approved.

The first item on the agenda was Stein Sign Display, Watertown SD is seeking a variance for an oversized advertising sign. Section 12-14-106 of the City of Pierre Ordinance allows for a 100 sq. ft. sign.  Stein Sign Display is requesting a 10’ x 19’ (190 sq. ft.) pylon sign.
Mr. Gerber spoke about the size of the size and construction of the proposed sign.  Mr. Gerber indicated that the new sign would be a pylon sign, with a size of 10’ x 19’.  Mr. Gerber indicated that a 100 sq. ft. sign would not be large enough to be viewed by the traveling public on the Truck Route.  Mr. Tveidt asked when construction of the sign would begin, and Mr. Gerber indicated that Stein Sign Display would begin manufacture of the sign right away.
Tveidt asked if there was any further discussion from the Board members. Hearing none, Tveidt asked for a motion. Dave Kelley moved and Andy Johnson seconded to approve the variance. All members voted Aye and the variance was approved.
With no further business before the Board, motion by Andy Johnson and seconded by Dave Kelley to adjourn. Motion approved. Tveidt adjourned the meeting at 5:23 pm.
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
